When
Jesus called upon God as “Father,” Jesus was speaking of
relationship, of trust, nearness, care, and God as the center of our
lives. The point was never biology. The point was belonging. We are
not abandoned in the universe. We are known, welcomed, loved, and
held by the One who gives us abundant life.

As our summer begins, may we continue walking together with
patience and grace. Whether we are present every Sunday or away for
a time of rest, we remain one body in Christ. The doors remain open.
The prayers continue. The table is prepared and served. And God
continues to gather with us here at First Pres Port Charlotte, again
and again.
